The Senior Exit Survey was a joint venture between the Guidance & Counseling and Assessment & Accountability
departments. The survey was implemented to: provide more accurate and detailed information on seniors” high school
experience and postsecondary intentions to inform programmatic improvements; provide information to identify
students for Summer PACE (Personalized Assistance for College Enrollment) and develop appropriate summer
interventions; and incorporate existing district grant and evaluation requirements.

District and school staff can use these findings to improve instruction, programs and practices. Survey questions
support Fulton County Schools’ goals and objectives including those focused on increasing the high school graduation
rate and successfully preparing students for college and career.
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
